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Council Redistricting in 2012 
 

The Council Strategic Plan Committee under the leadership of Chuck Ferguson has spent several months looking at the 

program, administration, finance, and membership of the Westmoreland Fayette Council.  The plan should be finalized 

in early 2012.   

 

One of the tasks of this committee was to look at our current district structure to see if it was the best way to serve the 

youth of our counties.  The committee met and looked at three different options.  The first option was to keep our current 

district structure.   

 

The second option was to merge Old Trails and Braddock Trail into one district.  This would create a district that would 

be significantly larger than the other two districts both in terms of geography and the number of total available youth. 

 

The third option was to split up Braddock Trail District into the other districts by moving units in the Southmoreland 

School District to Bushy Run District.  All units in the Mt Pleasant School District would move to Laurel Hills District 

and all units in the Connellsville School District would move to the Old Trails District.  This option would create three 

districts that are about even in total available youth, 

keeping all Fayette County school districts in one dis-

trict. 

 

The Council Strategic Plan Committee met with all 

members of the current 4 district Key 3ôs and key coun-

cil leadership in mid December to layout each of the 3 

options.  There was good discussion by all 16 people in 

attendance and the group unanimously supported the 

third option.  The Council Executive Committee met in 

late December to take a look at the proposals and to 

look at the recommendation of the District Key 3ôs.  

The Executive Committee voted unanimously to sup-

port the third option.   

 

Units will be moved to their new district as they com-

plete the rechartering process in 2012.  Every district is 

impacted in this third option and each of the remaining 

Key 3ôs have already begun the discussion on how to 

integrate the new units into their district.  No unit will 

have to change unit numbers.

If each Scout in every unit would collect at least 10 bags with at least 5 pounds of food, our goal of 85,000 

pounds would be realized, Meeder stated recently. What better way to promote Scouting than to do a ñGood 

Turnò something that Scouts have done since day one. Hunger is the Number One Problem in our West-

moreland and Fayette area.  Who better to lead the way than Scouts!!! 

 

April dates have been chosen for Scouting for Food in 2012 so that all Scouts in Western Pennsylvania will 

collect food at the same time in order to maximize our marketing efforts and maximize the amount of food 

that can be collected. 

 

To be a part of SCOUTING FOR FOOD this is all you have to do: 

1. Get the commitment to participate from your chartered organization and your unit committee. 

2. Complete the Scouting for Food registration form and return it to the Council Service Center. 

3. Attend your Districtôs March Roundtable to receive your unitôs materials for Scouting for Food. At
